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Haiku is a highly-structured Japanese poetry style. A haiku should be 17 syllables long and divided into three lines of five, seven and five syllables.

Haikus are normally written about nature and generally contain a Kigo: a word to represent the season in which it is set.

They have no rhyme, no conventions of punctuation marks or capitalization, concise vocabulary and predominance of substantives.

“Cold and insipid,

He is the November mist

Dripping form the deep”
