CHIGIRI-E
Japanese Torn Paper Collage Art
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Chigiri-e is the Japanese art of tearing paper to create a collage; it's also known as painting with paper.

“Chigiri” comes from the verb that means “to tear”.
 “e” means “picture”.
Chigiri-e translates as a picture made from torn pieces of paper. Traditionally, each piece of paper is hand dyed and usually hand made. 
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However, because we don’t have much time, we are simply going to use newspaper to create our collage.

1. Start with a blank piece of paper.

2. With a pencil, sketch an outline of a picture you would like to create. For example:  a flower, Mt Fuji or an animal.

3. Tear small pieces of coloured paper from the newspapers provided and glue on to the template to create your collage.
