JAPANESE ITINERARY 

Cultural Study Assignment

Task:
Your task is to plan a trip to Japan for 10 days. You have a budget of $10, 000 that must include flights, accommodation, food, transport, sightseeing, shopping etc. 

You need to include an itinerary that outlines activities for each day. 

For example:

Day 1: Depart Australia on daytime flight to Tokyo. Upon arrival, transfer to designated accommodation. 

Day 2: Free day to explore Tokyo. Visit Tokyo Tower, Asakusa Shrine or Shinjuku.

Budget:

You need to make sure you include the name of proposed accommodation and approximate price for the number of nights you will stay. Please detail a budget that details your spending. 
You also need to include transport and particular trains, buses etc that you will travel on from place to place. You may not know the exact name of a bus route etc. but you need to make sure you state that you will be travelling by bus or train and how long it will take to your next destination. 

You can choose areas you would like to visit. For example; you may wish to only explore the north island (Hokkaido). Alternatively, you can explore Honshu and surrounding areas (Tokyo, Kyoto or Hiroshima). The choice is yours! 
This assignment requires you to do research on the internet and it’s important that you conduct this research thoroughly so you don’t go over budget. It is an excellent opportunity for you to discover areas of Japan that you haven’t heard of before and to learn about famous places, the culture of Japan and recognise similarities and differences between Japan and Australia.  

Language: Include the names of places, sightseeing destinations, labels of photos etc in Japanese. 
Presentation:

You can choose to present your work in a brochure, assignment format, booklet etc. 
Please include images to help detail your itinerary. 

Focus Question:
How does this task contribute to your understanding of Japanese culture?

Comment on similarities and differences between Japan and Australia that you have discovered from undertaking this task. 
Each question needs to be a minimum of half a page.
