Sure thats easy to answer in English but what about Japanese??

Lets have a look at the conversation:
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 your name” ?:  

WATASHI or BOKU NO NAMAE WA ______________DESU

How about age?? 
The question is    “ NAN SAI DESUKA”  

NAN = What

SAI = AGE

DESUKA = QUESTION

To answer we need number plus the word SAI to make the number into age.

KYU (number 9) + SAI (becomes 9 years old) + DESU 

Answer:  WATASHI or BOKU WA KYU SAI DESU
Now lets look at the next question: “DOKO NI SUNDEIMASUKA”

DOKO = Where
NI = connector
SUNDEIMASU = the verb to Live   KA = Question

To answer we need a place followed by the connector and the verb to live.

AUBIN GROVE (Place) + NI + SUNDEIMASU (to live) + DESU

WATASHI or BOKU WA
AUBIN GROVE 
NI
SUNDEIMASU
